Congress and President of the FSM National Group of the APRidde opening remarksand
welcomed the delegates. Thelon. Churchill Edward Lieutenart Governor of Pohnpei State,
welcomed the delegates to the state of Pohnpei, and the Hon. Alik L. Alik, Vice President of the
FSM, delivered an opening address.

The 76h Council Meeting was held from 2:00 p.m. to 3:45 p.m., on Wednesday, September 7,
2011. Mr. Tetsuya Hirose, Secretary General of the APPU Central Secretariat, called the
meeting to order and asked for nominationgor Chairman. The Honorable Florencio Sirkgro
Harper, Floor Leader of the 1 FSM Congress, was nominated by the delegation of the
Kingdom of Thailand and was unanimously elected as Chairmafthe 76" Council Meeting.

Opening remarks were made by the Hon. Florencio Singkoro Harp@he Courtil adopted the
agenda for the 42d General Assembly and discussed the handling of the draft resolutions.

Because the final resolution from Palau was submitted after the deadline for submission of
resolutions and the sponsor national group for CM76/RES/R1 was absent, it was agreed to
defer these draft resolutions to the 7 Council Meeting and 48 General Assembly in 2012. It
was further agreed that Resolution CM76/RES/DR6, concerning the requirements for passage
of draft resolutions, should be consideed before the other draft resolutions at the 42d

General Assembly.

Mr. Hirose extended his thanks to Hon. Isaac Wigir and the FSM delegation for hosting the
76t Council Meeting and 424 General Assembly, and presented the Annual Report on the
Work Programs and the Financial Statements for FY 20Ehd 2011, and a Report on the
meeting of the Asian Parliamentary Assembly, which were unanimously approved.

As no country offered to host the 48 General Assembly and the 727 Council Meeting, it was
dedded that a decision on the host would be made at the #&PGeneral Assembly.
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On Thursday, September 8, 2011, at 9:30 a,nthe Opening Ceremony of the 42n@eneral
Assembly was called to order by Hon. Junzo YamamoRirector General of the Japan Natial
Group of the APPU. On behalf of the Hon. Taro Aso, President of thi¢ @éneral Assembly of
the APPU, théHon. Junzo Yamamoto delivered opening remarks and in particular expressed
gratitude to the delegates for their support following the earthquaken Japan earlier this year.
Mr. Hirose then requestedhominations for President of the 42d Gereral Assembly of the
APPU. The Republic of Chind@giwan) delegation nominated the Hon. Isaac V. Figir, who was
unanimously elected as the President of the 42 General Assembly. The Hon. Isaac V. Figir
expressed his appreciation to all delegates and stressed the importance of regional
cooperation to address the challenges facing the AsidPacific region. In the interests of time,
it was agreed to proceed withot the introduction of delegates, ashe delegates were familiar
with each other from their participation in the preceding 76" Council Meeting.

The First Plenary Session of the 42nd General Assembly commenced with the election of the
Vice Presidents othe Assembly. The President proposed that all heads of delegations be
elected Vice Presidents of the 42 General Assembly, and this was approved unanimously.

The Hon. Florencio Singkoro Harper, Chairman of the P& ouncil Meeting, presented the
Report of the Council Meeting and it was unanimously accepted by the General Assembly.

The General Assembly then moved to discussion and adoption of the draft resolutions.
Pursuant to the 78" Council Meeting, the General Assembly deferred consideration of Draft
Resolution CM76/RES/DR1 because of the absence of the sponsor National Group, and of the
untimely submitted resolution from Palau.

Pursuant to the Council Meeting, the General Asselglbegan its consideration of the Draft
Resolutions with discussion of Draft Resolution CM76/RES/DR6. After extensive discussion,
the FSM delegation moved to defer the resolution to the next General Assembly, and the
Marshall Islands delegation secondedhie motion. The motion to defer failed to receive the
necessary unanimous support and therefore did not pass. The General Assembly then moved
to a vote on the resolution. Although delegates were generally in support of the resolution in
principle, concems were expressed about the lack of any quorum requirement and the fact
that, as the President confirmed, the rule changes proposed by the resolution would become
immediately effective for the remainder of the 42d General Assembly. The resolution

therefore did not receive unanimous support, and thus failed to pass.

The General Assembly moved to consideration of Draft Resolutions CM76/RES/DR2 and

CM76/RES/DR3, both proposed by Palau. After discussion of each resolution in turn, the
resolutions were both unanimously adopted.
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The Republic of China (Taiwan) proposed the adoption of Draft Resolution
CM76/RES/DR4/REV1. After lengthy discussion and the expression of some concerns by the
FSM delegation, the resolution was unanimously adopted.

It was agreedto defer the remaining Draft Resolutions to the Second Plenary Session, and the
First Plenary Session of the 42 General Assembly was duly concluded at 1:15 p.m.

On Thursday, September 8, 2011, at 2:30 p.m., the Second Plenary Session of theGkheral
Assembly convened. The session began with consideration of Draft Resolution
CM76/RES/DR5/REV1, proposed by Palau. After lengthy discusseand concerns by the
FSM the resolution was unanimously adopted. The General Assembly then moved to
discussion d Draft Resolution CM76/RES/DR7, proposed by the FSM, which was also
unanimously adopted.

It was proposed that the respective Country Reports of the delegations to the ®Z5eneral

Assembly be submitted in writing and distributed to all delegations. Thiproposal was
